Cognitive Psychology

Cognitive Psychology |s the branch of psychology
that deals with understanding how the mind works = the
mental events that underlie how pecple acqulre, store,
traneform, and communicate information.
Understanding cognition provides a unique window
Into who we are and why wa behave the way we do.
Mareover, we can leverage this knowledge to improve
our day-to-day lives in many ways,

Ceagnitive psychology is the scientific study of mind
and mental function, including leaming, memaory,
attention, perception, reasoning, language, conceptual
devalopmant, and decision making. The modarn study
of cognition rests on the premise that the brain can be
understood as a complex computing system.
"Cognition” refers to all processes by which the
sensory input is transformed, reduced, elaborated,
stored, recovered, and usead. Il Is concemed with these
processes even when they eperate in the absence of
relevant stimulation, as in images and hallucinations. .
Given such a sweeping definition, it is apparent that
cognition is involved in everything a human being might
possibly do; that every psychological phenomenon is a
cognitive phenomenon. But although cognitive
psychology is concarned with all human activity rather
than some fraction of it, the concermn is from a particular
point of view.

Cognitive psychology is of mental processes such
as "attention, language Use, memory, perception,
problem solving, creativity, and thinking." Much of the
work derfved from cognitive psychology has been
integrated into various other modern discipiines of
psychological study, including educational psycholagy,
social psychology, personality psychology, abnormal
paychology, developmental psychology, and
economics. The activity of the cognitive processes give
rise to cognitions, the product of cognition, which are
the psychalogical, mental experiances that are the
basiz of our knowledge about the world and are the
content of awareness and conselousness.

Cognitive disorders are a category of mantal heaith
disorders that primarily affect learning, memaory,
parception, and problem soiving, and Include amnesia,
dementia, and dalifum. While anxiety disorders, mood
disorders, and psychotic disorders can also have an
effect on cognitive and mamery functions, the DSM-1V-
TR does nol consider these cognitive disorders,
because loss of cognitive function is not the primary
(causal) symptom iz concerned with advances in the
study of attention, memory, language processing,
perception, problem solving, and thinking.

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Organization Development Drocess Wodel - Introduction

Organizational Development(OD) is the study of successful organizational change and
performance. OD emerged from human relation studies in the 1930's during which psychologists
realized that organizational structures and processes influence worker behavior and motivation. It
is a process of helping organization improve through planned changes in policies, power,
leadership, control and job design.

Organizational Development(OD)is a systematic approach to a planned change. Itis structured
style of diagnosing organizational problems and opportunities and then applying expertise to them.
It involves a change in the communication process or supported by software applications. It will
allow professionals to observe and examine situations and contemplate modifications which may
then be put into place to achieve effective organizational change. Organizational
Development(OD) enables organizations to build and sustain a new desired structure of the entire
organization.

Kurt Lewin played a key role in the evolution of Organizational Development(OD). He developed
a three step process of planning, taking action and measuring the results. However it was Douglas
and Richard Beckhard who coined the term Organizational Development(OD). Itis a field of applied
science foocused on understanding and managing organizational change and as a field of scientific
study and enguiry

According ta Richard Beckhard Organizational Development(OD)is an effortthatis
# Planned

Organization-wide

Managed fromthe top

Increase organizational effectiveness and growth

Through planned interventions in the organization's "processes” using behavioural
science knowledge
Here one also needs to understand the term “organization”. It has been derived from the Greek
word

“Organon” means organ. Organization has been defined as *an organized group of people, with
a particular purpose such as business or government department”. Accordingly Organizational
Development(OD) is a practice dedicated to expanding the knowledge and effactiveness of people
to accomplish more successful organizational change and performance.

Different people have defined Organizational Development(OD) differently. According to Koonitz
et.al Organizational Development (OD) is designed to solve problems that adversely affect the
operational efficiency at all levels. [t's objective is to enable the organization in adopting-better to
the fast changing externai environment,

There are seven steps in the Organizational Development Process Model which are listed as
follows:

The Oganizational Development Process Model is based on action research model which
begins with an identified problem or need for change. The Organizational Development process
begins when an organization recognizes that a problem exists which impacts the mission or health
of the organization and change is desired.
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The process proceeds through assessment, planning, implementation, evaluation adoplion

and segregation.

The Oganizational Development Process begins when an organization recognizes that a
problem exists which impacts the mission or health of the organization and the change is
desired.

. After the situation is assessed, it is defined and understood, the next step is to plan an

intervention. The change desired determines the nature of the intervention. Interventions could
include training and development. It could also mean team building for management or
employees or may be change of teams.

. Whenintervention is planned itis implemented.

. During and after the implementation of the intervention relevant data is gathered. The data

gathered would be determined by the change goals. For example data to be gathered would
measure changes in knowledge and competencies.

. This data is used to determine the effectiveness of the intervention, This is reported to the

decision makers of the organization. The interventions may lead to the goals.

. Itthen leads to the end of the crganization development process, Butif the intervention does not

lead to the desired goals then again the cycle is to be continued. It can be planed to carry out
anotherintervention or to end the cycle:
