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OUR EDUCATION PoLICY

nations of the world because our education system does not provide our nation a firm balance from where
our people may begin their onward journey.

Education has always been the top priority of every civilized society. But unfortunately in our
country it has been ignored. Only some few percent of national income is spent on education.
Government institutions are mostly on the decline. Buildings are old and need repair. Furniture and other
facilittes are almost non-existence. Teachers are low-paid and dissatisfied. Students lack drive and
motivation. Syllabus is outdated and textbooks unattractive and unlnﬁpirmg This is the sad story of
education system.

Our first and foremost problem is that we do not have a uniform education system. So many
parallel systems are running in our country. We hardly realize that the curriculum of a country reflects its
Ideclogy. We claim that we have a clearly marked ideology but our education system does not correspond
toit.

We have government schools as well as private schools. Their textbooks and methods are
altogether different. Then we have matriculation in some schools and 'O’ levels in others. The curricula of
the Federal and regional school are also different. We must bring uniformity in education system to
promote national unity.

Private Sectors

Private sectors have made education a profitable business. Right from the pre-school stage to the
top levels, many educational institutions are promoting snob-culture. Their main interest is making
money. These institutions ignore that the basic aim of education is to help humanity. They also forget

through education an individual reaches the height ofintellect and morality.

The Western education system, on the contrary, aims at quality education. It infuses the traits of
true learning through innovative and original thinking. Our system ignores quality and aims only at results.
This is why we find a rat race among our students for top merit. They prepare themselves for this race right
from the beginning. A primary school child carries a heavy and purposeless bag to school. Itis a pity to see
young children with enormous loads on their shoulders.,

Role of the Government.

Our government has taken a few steps for the up gradation of our education system...
Scholarships are being offered to scientist ta work on new projects. Researchers are being conducted in
well-equipped laboratories. This is an attempt to promote science culture and it is hoped to pay back
effectively.

No doubt, it is good but at the same time we are ignoring a basic element of education. It is not
higher education that can bring the real reform but it is actually primary education that brings the desire
results. We need to change the infrastructure of primary education. It plays a crucial role in the overall
development of an individual. Quality primary education is regarded as foundation for social and
economic progress. It is sorry to say that a considerable number of our children do not have any accessto
primary schools even. Primary education must be improved and made compulsory.

For the improvements of our education system, we are required to pursue the following four
points. Firstly, we should have a uniform education system. It will save us from the culture of class system.
Secondly, the process of education should be reformed at the primary level. Thirdly, it must be target-
oriented and purposeful. Fourthly, it must be compulsory up to the level of matriculation. At the same time,
it should be affordable. If we follow this agenda, we will surely become a different nation.

Swachh Bharat Mission launched by Prime Minister Mr. Narendra Modi on 2nd October, 201. Around three
millions government employess, school and college students of India participated in the event in its initial phase. The
rural component of the mission is being handled by the union ministry of Drinking water and sanitation.

Objective of Swachh Bharat Mission :

The main objective of Swachh Bharat Abhiyan is awareness of cleanliness by taking a pleadge Neither, litter and
nor let others litter. The aim of mass movemnent to eliminate the tradition of toilet in open by constructing toilets in
villages, and the mission should alive untill the last house of village get the toilet as a gifit. India Launched a program
called the total SANITATION CAMPAIGN in 1920. The aim of this mission was to spread the awareness among the
rural paople and young generation. The program was implemented and government announced the help of financial
Incentives for the families who is below poverty line. Government also helped in construction of tollets in the primary
schools and "Anganwadi'.

Total Sanitation Campalgn as Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan (NBA) :

After a success of TSC (The Tolal Sanitation Campaign TSC) as NBA (NIRMAL BHARAT ABHIYAN) its
objective was to accelerate the awareness for sanitary facllities in houses and schools. This program was handled by
the ministry of rural developmaeant.

However programmes like total sanitation campaign and Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan falled to achieve the desired
target. According to the report, more than 30% of individuals household latrines were defected / non-functional for
reasons like poor quality of construction, incomplete structure, non-maintenance. Many of the experiment had been
done but it do not seem to have made much impact on the sanitation status in the country.

However, with tha introduction of the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan in 2014, the government resumed the Nirmal Bharat
Abhiyan, in which two parts were mada.

2 Swachh Bharat Mission (Rural) and

2 Swachh Bharat Mission (Urban). The focus now is to achieve a clean India by tha year 2019,

The success of Swachh Bharat Mission depends on the society as a whele with every citizen of the country
required to contribute towards Improving the levels of cleanliness in the country. As a responsible titizen of a India, We
should aware of our responsibilities, because who hold the thousands of culture of different province.

“Soviets and modemisation,” affirmed Lenin, "aquals justica and communism”.

It even allowed for popularisation of inharent sloganeering, Lenin's word does capture a thought of sanguinity, that his
generation had in science and Its compatibility with the soclalist schema.

One of the justifications for soclalism, apar from its Inherant ethical dominance, was its entitlement that it would be a more
coherent way than capitalism of systematising fiscal lifa.

It is not surprising, therefore, that such & pro-science ethos would see leading communists double up as sclentists —
Pannekoek was an astronomer, Kropotkin a geographer—while renowned scientists such as Haldane threw their lot in with
the fundamental left,

More notably, the classical Marists, saw themselves as operating scientific scrutiny of sociaty: not for them an unclear list of
the actions of the great sons of history. Rather they eyed at the emphasising inclinations that administered commean life.

Howaver, in modem times many fanatics have assumed a more sceplical stance for science itself. It is worth looking at why
and whether it is a practical tactic. The first harbour of call is the extremely close relationship between research areas and
tha funding contributed by business and the state, mostly the military.

For exampla, ganatic modification holds out the possibility of a tremendous increase in people’s control of the nature, which
could only have risen oul of long practice of scientific research In range of subjects. The snag is that many of the
commodities of this publicly subsidized, years long research will be held by private companies, soma of them with a less
than stellar record,

Company's control of genetic stockpile has gigantic consaquences for farming. Traditionally, farmers contral their own
genetic stockpile, in the form of previous yields, if a corporation came to lead the seed market, it would involve a transfer of
ownership of one of the most significant means of production out of the hands of the farmers and into the hands of the
stakeholders of companies.

Whether or not these amendments are valuable or not is less significant than the fact that they are used mainly to mend
companies' domination of the market. Parting aside the ecological insinuations of genetic modification, it iz clear that the
near monopoly on genetically engineered commodities gives companies a great deal of supremacy.

The debateable Interaction of science and business is even more harshly explained by the research primacies of
Pharmaceutical companies. Even Bill Gates has asked the question: Why do we caution more about bald-headednass than
malaria? Somewhat unexpectadly he lays the responsibility directly at the bases of the profit drive. Pharmaceutical
companies are not in fact maximising outcomes for humans generally, but meraly trying to maximise their profits, which are
not alike, There are even more lethal diseases that could easily blow-out from the undeveloped area to the developed area
ofthe planet, so itisn't even just a question of concantrating only an the wallbeing of the developed world. In its placs, it's just
pure calculation of profits.

The interconnection amongst capitalism and science reaches almost irational levels with the patenting b'y corporations of
the research piloted at acedemies and subsidized by the public only to be given over, beneath the falsehood of public-
private parinerships to companies.

And then there is the military, possibly the greatest benefactor of them all, even of superficially crazy endeavours, such as a
total shadowing programme intended to screen and deduce all electronic telecommunications, as wall as more predictable
and actually realised ones such as automnatic war aircrafts. A surprisingly large number of recent tech companies develops
millitary funded research projects.

The nuisance of western military influsnce on the underdeveloped countries leaves no roam for hesitation as to the effect of

technological exploration. There is no doult, then, that much scientific study is directed under the backings of both capitalist
corporations ora military administration.

Given this fact, it is not unanticipated that extremists question the role of science, its principles, and its place in imitating
capitatism itself.

What should then be the atfitude of socialists to science? Is it, and the wisdom that supports it, Inveterately coupled with
capitalism and militarism7 Does science require a sense of entiltement to regulate nature and a type of wisdom that
fantasises to diversity, while in actuality aiding the comforts of efita? Does a venture of human liberation need to leave the
vary theory of attaining lucid knowledga?

INTRODUCTION :

Activity - based learning or ABL describes a range of pedagogical approaches to teaching. It's core
premises includes the requirement that leaming should be based on doing some hands - on experiments
and activities. It is based on the notion that children are active learners rather than passive recipients of
knowledge. Learning becomes joyful and long-lasting if children are allowed to discover things on their
own,

Activity based learning started in the early forties somewhere around world war II. It was first
initiated by Britisher named Mr. David Horsburgh who came to India and decided to settle here itself, He
started a school in a place called Neel Bagh. This was based on the innovations of Horseborgh. He
designed very well planned learning materials to implement the programme. This included music,
carpentary, painting along with teaching subjects like English, Maths, Science, Social Studies etc. Activity
Based learning is the method of education followed in all, municipal schools of Chennai since 2003. At that
time it was adopted by 270 primary schools all over Chennai.

Principles of Activity Based Learning :-
1) The Activity Based teaching is a learner - centered approach.
2) Itis based on acquisition of social skills by providing oppotunities.

3) The child is provided the opportunity to explore the world themselves. It tends to stimulate their senses
such as sight, smell vision of feeling.

Gender safety in schools : A gender safe school has been defined as a school in which
boys and giris have equal opportunity to learn and be phychologically, socially and physically safe
from threats, harrassment or harm in all parts of school.

Gender based violence in and around schools seriously undermines the achievement of
quality inclusive and equitable education for all children.

A policy paper has been jointly released at the 59th session of the commission describes
schoal related gender based violence there i.e. bullying, teasing sexual harrassment
inappropriate touch harrasing through phone calls, assualts efc. both boys and girls can be
victims, while boys are likely to experience frequent physical violences.
